Afghanistan withdrawal (2021)

Republican / Trump Attempt or Rollback

GOP-appointed SCOTUS gutted VRA in
Shelby v. Holder (2013); GOP states passed
restrictive voting laws; Trump DOJ
abandoned enforcement.

GOP budgets sought cuts/block grants; Trump
supported reducing expansion funding.

2017 repeal attempt failed in Senate; Trump
removed mandate penalty, cut subsidies,
slashed outreach.

GOP let funding lapse in 2017 during ACA
fight, later restored.

GOP leaders floated privatization/sunsetting;
Trump budget cut disability benefits.

Trump withdrew from Paris Accord; rolled
back Clean Power Plan, fuel standards,
wetlands protections; gutted EPA staff; GOP
opposed IRA.

Betsy DeVos pushed privatization; GOP
resisted Pell expansion; GOP states +
SCOTUS blocked Biden’s loan forgiveness.

Trump banned transgender military service
(reversed later); GOP opposed marriage
protections; GOP SCOTUS justices suggested
revisiting Obergefell.

GOP blocked paid leave expansions; blocked
minimum wage hikes since 2009.

2018 Trump rollback weakened oversight of
mid-size banks.

No GOP votes; many GOP governors limited
benefits; CTC expansion expired after GOP
opposition.

GOP voted mostly no but later claimed credit
for projects; no repeal efforts.

Trump threatened NATO withdrawal;
undermined alliances; signed 2020 Doha deal
with Taliban that set U.S. withdrawal terms.
